1. Lead in: We are having a reading and speaking class now. We have already
seen some cartoons about Peppa Pig. Do you remember? Today | have prepared a
new one “The new house”. Let’s watch and discuss it.

1. What’s Peppa’s new house made of? (bricks)

2. How many doors are there in it? (2)

3. What kind of house is it? (semi-detached)

4. Who are Peppa’s new neighbours? (the Wolves)

5. Why is it important to have good neighbours?

2. Wall dictation: you work in pairs. There are 5 texts in the classroom. One of
you goes to the text, reads a sentence, comes back, says the sentence. The other
writes the dictation. You must do it very quickly. When you are ready, say “Ready!”

1. | like all the rooms in our flat but my favourite place is, of course, my
bedroom. It’s like a small world where I keep all my textbooks, CDs, stuffed animals,
dresses, magazines and posters. The only furniture | have is my bed, my desk with
the chair, my bookcase and my wardrobe. | wish | had a fireplace to make my room
really cosy.

I like my room very much, but from
time to time I change it round. | quite often move the bed and change the posters on
the wall.

4. 1 use my room as a study and a bedroom. The only window in my room looks
out on the park.
